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 LIE ANALYSIS

Lies have great significance in our life. Almost everyone lies in daily and social life or in a formal place.  It may only be “white” lies, but everyone tells lies or “omits the truth” sometimes. 

People start lying at around age 4 to 5 when children gain an awareness of the use and power of language.  This first lying is not malicious, but rather to find out, or test, what can manipulate in a child’s environment.  Eventually children begin to use lying to get out of trouble or get something they want but when children grows and become teenagers or adults, they lies for different purposes. The number of lies that are told increases but it depends on the person Some people lies just one time in a year but some people lies one hundred times in a week. There are several reasons for lying. Mostly, if a person have to keep a secret but he is asked or he is forced to tell it by somebody, he lies, because lying is the best way for a full-satisfaction. These lies are less bad, because these lies don’t aim to hurt or exploit a person for your benefit. For example, if the girl, whom you are in love, asks a question to you about your old girl friends; you could say she is your first girl friend; there wasn’t any girl you loved before. Even though it is a lie, it hurts nobody and it could also make your relation better. Moreover, some white lies could save somebody’s life, too. For example, if a person is wounded after a car accident and even his health is so bad, it is better to say his parents that he isn’t so bad, because his parents can get something like heart attack if they learn the truth.

Some lies are really “more bad” than other because they are told for the goodness of the liar. For example, if a person is jealous of a person because that person is more successful in business, and if he lies about him by saying that he steals something from office, it is an extremely bad lie, since you hurt his business carrier and his character for your benefit.


Lying is not very easy because, a person who lies have some signs that show he lies. For example, people usually make eye contact at least half the time while they are talking.  If a person lies he avoids eye contact or looks down during a specific part of a conversation. Also, if a person lies, he turns his body away, covers his face or mouth, fidgets his hands or legs and changes his voice. Also, a liar makes statements that just don’t hold together and these statements make the listener suspicious. Therefore, I never lie.
