Juliet’s Father

Juliet’s father is one of the most responsible people for the tragedy that is between Romeo and Juliet, because when he learns of Juliet’s determination to defy him that Juliet doesn’t want to marry Paris, he becomes enraged and threatens to disown Juliet if she refuses to obey him even he gave freedom to Juliet about marriage before. Juliet’s Mother 









Juliet’s mother is a little bit guilty for this tragedy. However, she isn’t completely guilty. For example, even she wants her daughter marriage to Paris; she doesn’t force her to this marriage directly. Also, she is more moderate than Capulet, for example she calls her daughter and tries to get her opinions when there would be a marriage and even she learns that Juliet doesn’t want to marry Paris, she doesn’t become angry directly. However, she is a little bit on Capulet’s shadow, because she does what Capulet does. For example,  when Capulet becomes enraged  and he is threatening  Juliet about disowning, Lady Capulet doesn’t disagree him, follows his opinion therefore she becomes as s soldier at the opposite side of Juliet, therefore, she is also responsible for the events.  

The Nurse


The Nurse is a little bit guilty in this tragedy as Lady Capulet. She isn’t completely guilty because she helps the lovers, Romeo and Juliet. For example, she becomes a messenger between them, tells to Juliet what Romeo tells. Also, she is Juliet’s faithful confidante and loyal intermediary in Juliet’s affair with Romeo. She is also guilty, because when Capulet forces Juliet to marry Paris, the nurse changes her position and tells Juliet should marry Paris. Therefore, she is a little bit guilty, because she was one of the three people( others were Lawrance and Romeo) who reassure Juliet and when she follows Capulet’s way, Juliet loses one of her alliances.

Friar Lawrance


He is the purest person in the tragedy between Romeo and Juliet. First, he doesn’t try to get any kind of benefit from Romeo and Juliet, he just tries to help them. For example, he makes them marry and so he reassures them and then makes their morale better. Also, he is a kindhearted cleric who helps Rome and Juliet throughout the play, performs their marriage and gives good advices. Moreover, he makes some plans to meet them and to prevent Romeo from death. Moreover, he prepare a medicine to prevent Juliet from marriage. Briefly, he does everything for their benefit even some of them doesn’t work. Therefore, he has the purest intention.

Paris


He has the most ulterior motives in this tragedy, because he always wants to marry Juliet. Even Juliet is too young for a marriage and even he was told by Capulet about waiting two more years, he still insists on the marriage. Also, he never tries to learn Juliet’s opinion even Juliet would be a part of marriage. Because of these reasons, Romeo kills Tybalt and gets danger of being killed by the Prince. Therefore, the lovers become separated and then they die. However, even he is a great conflict of this tragedy, he behaves as nothing is wrong therefore this bad evil, Paris, has the most ulterior motives. 

The Prince

He is one of the purest people in this tragedy, because he is the government of Verona and so he needs to be just and equitable. If he hadn’t been just, Verona couldn’t have been in the peace; the people could kill or annoy each other. For example, Capulets and Montagues are harmful for the peace of Verona, therefore, at the beginning of the play, he decides to execute one of the Capulets. Now, Romeo killed Tybalt, and so Romeo is in a crime and the punishment is execution therefore nothing is wrong at the decision of Romeo’s execution; therefore, he is one of the purest people.
